 VAL will not share your personal data with any third parties. The exception to this may be in 

connection with funder related contractual obligations and our statutory duties.  

 In the event of your application resulting in an offer of employment and your acceptance of a 

position at VAL, your personal information will be sent to and held in the VAL staff files and HR 

databases.  

 Unsuccessful applicant data will be held in secure files for a period of up to six months after 

which it will be securely removed.
